W}'\g |s Storm Water Pollution a Problem? reminder

Storm water pollution can harm fish & other aquatic wild-
life, kill native vegetation, destroy aquatic habitats, and
make recreational areas unsafe and unpleasant.
Furthermore, the nutrients carried by storm water or re-
leased into surface waters through decomposition may cause

undesirable algae and vegetative growth.
Substances carried by storm water that are considered to
be pollutants are:

Sediment, trash &

debris

Qil, grease, and toxic

chemicals

Sweep sidewalks and parking lots on a regular basis. DO NOT

Don't over water landscaping shrubs and grass:

DO NOT over irrigate grounds. Excess watering of grass
and orhamental shrubs not only weakens them and wastes
water; it also sends landscaping chemicals and nutrients
down into our storm drains

Don't allow wash water to run off premises:

When you must wash your windows, sidewalk, floor mats
or parking lot, you should not discharge the wash water
of f your property

Make sure outside contractors have proper disposal per-
mits, and use drop-cloths for painting and sandblasting.
DO NOT let wash water enter the street or storm drains

DO NOT dump any sweep-
ings or liquid waste on the
ground, in the street, or into a
storm drain

Even materials that seem

. harmless—like latex paint, mop

water, or biodegradable clean-
ers—can damage the environment

Never pour leftover
wash water, oil, floor
sweepings or other
debris into storm
drains

Pour mop water into a janitorial or mop sink. Do not pour
it onto a parking lot, alley, sidewalk or
street

Contact your fown's sanitation depart-

ment to find out what is acceptable for general trash
disposal. For the removal of hazardous chemicals or ma-
terials, contact a licensed hauler
