What We Do 
It is said that knowledge is power. YAPPers 
gain knowledge in an experiential way. What 
does that mean….? 

Experiential learning means learning from 
experience - “hands on” or learning by doing. 
The learning process takes place in a non-
traditional setting. No, we don’t sit down at 
desks, read from books and have teachers 
lecture from the front of the room. As a 
matter of fact, it is the complete opposite. 
Youth provide the ideas; and staff members 
provide training and support.

Training sessions take place in a group setting 
and help develop communication, interaction 
skills and access to many resources that are 
available within the community. Most 
importantly, YAPP trainings develop an 
awareness of issues that affect young people 
across Nassau County.
