Under County Executive Blakeman, we’ve taken steps to expand opportunities for small
businesses, including setting a 15 percent Minority and Women Business Enterprise

utilization target.  We’ve made significant improvements to our MWBE Certification process.
This work has increased the number of completed certifications resulting in a 40% increase

over the prior administration.  In 2025 alone, 284 procurement opportunities were shared with
more than 16,400 small businesses, including many Minority and Women owned Business.

We also raised the discretionary spending limit to $4,999.99, helping more local businesses
compete. Since then, 26 percent of discretionary spending has gone to Minority and Women

Business Enterprises and 50 percent to Nassau County small businesses.
