RV CAMPING RULES 
 

• TENTS: Tents are not permitted on RV sites! Screen Rooms without floors are permitted. 
 

• PARKING: ONLY ONE (1) Passenger Vehicle per RV site with Pass! BACK IN PARKING ONLY! PARK ON 
GRAVEL IN FRONT OF YOUR UNIT! NO PARKING ON EMPTY SITES!  All other vehicles need to park in 
the parking lot adjacent to the campground at prevailing daily rates. 
 

• POOLS:  Children’s pools are not permitted in the campground! 
 

• CAMPFIRES: Campfires are permitted in an off the ground self-contained fire pit with a screen and lid. Campfires 
are not permitted on the ground or in BBQ grills! 
 

• FIREWORKS: NO FIREWORKS OF ANY KIND ARE PERMITTED! SPARKLERS INCLUDED! 
 

• PETS: Licenses and proof of vaccination must be provided for all pets. Pets must be on a leash at all times and 
walked on the outer perimeter of the Campground only or at the Dog Park. You must pick up immediately after your 
pet. Pets are not allowed on the BEACH, in the DUNES, CABANA or PLAYGROUND AREAS. Pets are not to 
be left alone at campsites!  Leash can be no longer than 6 feet! If a pet becomes a nuisance, owner and pet may be 
asked to leave the park. 
 

• WASTE DUMPING: There is no dumping or release of Gray/Black water to the ground! Grey/Black water may 
only be dumped at RV sites with sewers or at the Campground dump station! 
 

• TRAFFIC FLOW: All Roads in the Campground are ONE WAY! The 5 MPH Speed Limit is STRICTLY 
ENFORCED! You must STOP at all STOP SIGNS! 
 

• ENTRY GATES: Vehicles are NOT permitted to enter the CAMPGROUND after 9 PM. (On SPECIAL EVENT 
NIGHTS gates will be closed earlier.) Park in lot and walk to your site. 
 

• QUIET TIME: Sun –Thu at 10PM, Fri & Sat at 11PM. Renter of site is responsible for the behavior of there 
GUEST.   Generator use permitted from 9AM to 11PM! 
 

• MAXIMUM STAY: There is a 14 day maximum stay on RV sites! 
 

• CHECK IN / CHECK OUT: Check In is at 1PM. Check Out at is 11AM. All campers must depart when 
reservation is up or a late fee will be assessed! 
 

• REFUNDS: There are NO REFUNDS! 
 

• RESIDENT CAMPERS & STAFF ARE NOT PERMITTED TO MOVE ANY VEHICLES. 
 

• Permittee will obey all applicable Laws, Rules and Regulations, including but not limited to, all Parks Department 
Rules and Regulations. Failure to comply with this section will result in the termination in this Permit and will bar 
the Permittee from obtaining a future campground permit.

NICKERSON BEACH CAMPGROUND. IN THE EVENT OF VIOLATION OF ANY OF THESE RULES

Campers with Children or Guests 

• Please Keep in Mind that the beach and park close at sunset. Only Campground 

remains open after sunset. All registered campers, their children and guests must 

return to campground at sunset 

• After sunset persons found outside the campgrounds can be charged with trespassing 

and will be held liable for any vandalism found in the park 

• Registered campers are responsible for the actions of their children. Please always 

have them properly supervised. 

• Registered campers are also responsible for their guests and children. It is your 

responsibility to inform them of rules and regulations. 

• Children under 21 are not allowed to stay in campground overnight without adult 

supervision. 

• Do not allow children or guests to walk through other campgrounds please use 

roadways and walkways. 

• Do not let children walk dogs unless they are responsible to clean up after them and 

can walk them around the perimeter of the campground. 

• Do not allow children or dogs to dig holes in the campgrounds as they are a hazard 

to others. 

• A service fee will be added to your account for campsites that need extensive 

cleanup or restoration.  

• The sand dunes are federally protected and are restricted areas. They are off limits to 

humans. Keep family and guests out of the dunes area.
